The Bible tells Christians that God had given Jesus an important job to do. He wanted him to spread the Good News of God to the whole world. Jesus did this through stories and by his example.
Jesus knew he could not do this work alone, so he called ordinary people to come, follow him and be his disciples.

Read this Bible story of an ordinary day which suddenly became extraordinary.
It comes from the book of Matthew in the New Testament.
Matthew 4: 18-19, The Message
Walking along the beach of Lake Galilee, Jesus saw two brothers: Simon (later called Peter) and Andrew. They were fishing, throwing their nets into the lake. It was their regular work. Jesus said to them, “Come with me. I’ll make a new kind of fisherman out of you. I’ll show you how to catch men and women instead of perch and bass.” They didn’t ask questions, but simply dropped their nets and followed.
