A mosque is usually thought of as a building where Muslims can come together to pray.  However anywhere a Muslim chooses for prayer is believed to become a mosque for that particular time.

· Look at the outside of the mosque and notice the minaret and the dome.  The most important part of the mosque is the hall where people pray.
· There isn’t much furniture! Notice the prayer mats and the direction a worshipper must face.
· The minbar shows the direction of prayer. Look at the clock, what times are daily prayers and how many prayer times in one day?  How might a Muslim pray if they cannot get to the mosque at that time?  Notice the separate prayer hall for women, why is this?  Who is Imam, and what are the jobs of an Imam? What does an Imam do?
· There are no pictures or statues, why do think this is? Does the mosque have stained glass?  Notice the Islamic patterns, carpets, clocks washrooms and other features.  How do these patterns show the idea that god is perfect.
Prayer and Worship
· Taking shoes off, wudu (washing) before prayers is a way of showing respect for Allah.
