	L.I. Model Making – a bird
Make up a quantity of salt dough:https://www.bbcgoodfood.com/howto/guide/how-make-salt-dough-recipe 

Make two balls of dough, one about the size of a walnut, the other the size of a peach. Push the smaller ball onto the top of the larger ball, slightly to one side.  Gently pull out a beak cone shape from the side of the head and a cone shaped tail from the body of the bird. You could make patterns on the bird using your pencil to ‘draw’ in the clay. When it has hardened or been baked, decorate your bird.  You can either make it realistic or decorate it with colourful patterns. 
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
