· You will need:
· a yoghurt pot, 
· Plastercine  (Here’s a recipe)https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=283cI-Xnawk
·  Plaster of Paris. If you don’t have any at home (who does!) try making your own: https://www.wikihow.com/Make-Plaster-of-Paris
· Something to make an imprint in the Pastercine, e.g. an ammonite, a leaf, a coin, a button etc..

1. Press a walnut-sized piece of Plastercine into the bottom of the pot.
2. Then press your chosen object into the Plastercine, to leave an impression or mark. Remove the object.
3. Make up the Plaster of Paris and pour it into the pot at a depth of about 3cm.
4. Put it on a windowsill to dry – it will take about 48 hours.
5. Turn the Plaster of Paris model out of the pot.
6. You can paint it with poster paint.
7. Have fun!
