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Lesson 2 – Moving Points Aim
	To explore the effect of moving points when designing.

Success criteria

	You will have adapted one of the vehicle models by moving the points to alter the shape of the vehicle while still maintaining its form.

Activities

[image: ]1. Watch the help video ‘Make a 3D model’ to learn about the effect of moving points. This is accessed by
             opening 2Design and Make and clicking on the video button on the top right.  


2. Please be aware that in some templates, the points can only be moved within the pale blue boxes. This is to maintain the shape as a truck, pyramid, etc. In other templates, such as the house, there are no such restrictions.

[image: ]3. If you find that you struggle to work out which surface to draw on in the Net View, then try drawing a dot on the surface and then check the 3D View. You can then use the Undo control in the top right to remove the dot.  The undo tool is really useful for erasing the last thing you did, especially when decorating your model.


4. In the 3D View, the slider at the top will alter the width of the vehicle.
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5. You should select a vehicle template from the choice of vehicles: van, car, bus, train, truck cab and end. Then try adapting the points to make you vehicle shape unique.

6. Can you make a triple-decker bus or a monster truck? What about a train for giants or a racing car? Perhaps you can think of a different creative vehicle to design.

7.   Make sure you use the painting tools at the side of the screen to decorate your vehicle. You could make the roof a different colour or add headlight and rear lights. You could even use the pen tool to draw people inside (in the windows and on the windscreen) or even personalise it with your name or a logo. Just use your imagination! You could watch The Pattern Fill Tool video to get some tips.
