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	Sing the days of the week song to a member of your family. Can you spell each day of the week correctly? (remember your capital letter!)
	Play ‘I spy’ using a letter sound (for example, ‘I spy something beginning with a…’, using the letter sound) 
	Listen to a piece of music and talk about the instruments being played.
	Make a puppet theatre with cardboard boxes or a towel over a chair and encourage your child to make up or retell a story to you (or any willing family members!).
	Play games such as ‘What’s the time Mr Wolf?’, but write the times down for your child to read instead of saying them.

	Complete a jigsaw puzzle.
	Carry on reading books of all kinds to and with your child: picture, pop up, information, poetry and the books brought home from school. 
	Play snap with letters and sounds. Write letters on pieces of paper or cards, to create homemade flashcards. Make two for each letter. Use them to play snap. 
	Get two books out, one fiction, one non-fiction.  Ask your child the differences between fiction and non-fiction books.
	Teach your child to tie a bow.  Any child who can tie a bow when we next meet wins 5 team points!

	Sow some seeds.  If you don’t have any, an apple pip will be fine.  Find out what will happen to the seed.

	Ask your child to teach you dough disco!



	Hide the numbers zero to ten in the garden.  Once your child has found them, can they put them into pairs of numbers that make ten?  If that’s too easy, do it with numbers from zero to twenty.
	Go on a shape hunt in the garden.  How many 2D shapes can they find?  You’ll be surprised!
