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	Ask a grown up to cut you some strips of paper to make paper chains. On each strip of paper write and complete the sentence, ‘I am special because…’. For example, I am special because I am a good friend, I am special because I am a really fast runner. 


	Read for 15 minutes and then tell someone in your house about the book you have read. This could be a picture book that you know well or it could be a new book that you try to read independently to yourself. You could also listen to a free audio story or look at a story online.
	Look in your garden for natural objects to make sounds e.g. small branches, leaves, twigs, seedpods, stones.  
	You don’t always need paint to create a masterpiece – a dry day is the perfect time to get creative using nothing but a paint brush and a tub of water.
Try different techniques – splashing, flicking, smoothly painting…

	Hide some brightly coloured toys around the garden and ask a grown up to see if they can find them – make sure you remember which toys you’ve hidden, and most importantly, where! 

	If you have Lego or Duplo see what you can build in 5 minutes with your eyes closed!
	Write a prayer about kindness. 
	Play a game such as Snap, cards, bingo or pairs. 
	Which is better, winter or summer? Write about the reasons why you think winter or summer is better.
	What do you want be when you grow up and why? Have a go at writing this down

	Go round the house collecting things containing the phoneme /f/ - remember it has two spellings – ph and f.  Write a list of the things you have collected.
	What are some of your favourite animals? What do you like about them?
Can you write this down and draw a picture?
	Find objects that are red and objects have are soft.  Make two different piles.  Are any both red AND soft?  Make a Venn diagram out of your objects (two circles merged together)
	Find a smallish ball and do ten of each:
Throw/catch with 2 hands
Throw/catch with 1 hand
Throw/catch with other hand
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	Teach your teddy bears how to sing a song in French!  Have them sitting round you on the carpet, teach them the numbers and then sing the song. 
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
