Dear lovely Grown-ups,
In this lesson the children are introduced to measuring the capacity of different containers using non-standard units of measure (cups, spoons etc). 
Capacity is a measure of how much something can hold. Usually we use capacity to talk about liquid. 
If you can go outside with a cup and a bucket or other container – great!
· Ask your child how many cups of water will it take to fill my container? Go ahead and fill the container while your child counts. Can they answer the question?

Reiterate - When something holds as much liquid as it can, we say it is at full capacity. 

· Explain to your child when doing this the unit of measure must stay the same, for example the same cup, the same spoon. 
· Also check your child understands to measure accurately, they must make each container or non-standard measure full.
· Fill a container again but this time do it wrong and use more than one non-standard unit – see if your child notices.
