Hi Lovely Acorns. I hope you are all getting on well and not eating too much chocolate.
Here are a few ideas for you over Easter.
Easter is a colourful time of year. If you manage to get out for some nice walks how many colours can you see? What are the colours that you see most of at this time of year? What is happening in the hedgerows and on the trees?
Flowers – what are the main flowers that are around? What colours are they? Why do you think they are those colours? Who likes the flowers?
Blossom – at this time of year there is some beautiful blossom. What colour blossom can you see? What does it do? Is it apple blossom, or cherry or hawthorn? Which creatures like the blossom?
Eggs – How many animals lay eggs, can you make a list of as many as you can think of? Is it just birds or do other animals lay eggs? Could you draw a picture of some of the other animals that lay eggs? If we get enough we could make a fantastic collage when we get back to school.

If you have some paint, what colours can you make from the three primary colours of red, blue and yellow. What happens when you mix in a bit of white or some black? Can you make the colours you need to paint some of the flowers you have seen?
Cut a small piece of card with some glue or double sided sticky tape on it, go into the garden and find a small piece of lots of different colours, all the greens or yellows, or even try to make a rainbow.
Fun Activity – does dad have some shaving foam? Spray some onto a tray, add a bit of colour, mix your favourite. Then trace your letters into the foam. You can keep practising different ones. 
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
