English
· More stories with familiar settings.  We have our theatre trip booked to the Gulbenkian to see The Tiger Who Came To Tea, and are therefore building on the opportunity to continue the theme of stories with familiar settings.  A major focus will be on conjunctions (However, so, after, when, while etc)

Grammar & punctuation (as last term)
· singular & plural nouns
· compound nouns (two nouns that, put together, make one – fishcake, shoebox, toenail)
· capital letters, full stops, exclamation marks and question marks in a sentence.
· prefixes (adding un, re to words uncomfortable, unusual)
· suffixes(adding ing, ed, er, est to words, standing, looked, teacher, nicest)


Maths
· addition & subtraction, missing number problems and word problems involving both.
· Capacity (using the vocabulary full, empty, half, quarter, three quarters full, most/least liquid, nearly full/empty etc)
· Fractions of shapes and quantities.

Oral and mental calculation (done in 5-10 minute starters every day)
· Recite numbers to  100 forwards and backwards from 0 or 1
· Count in 2s, 5s and 10s
· Read and write numbers to 100 in numerals 
· Read and write numbers 20 in words
· Recite multiples of 10 to 100
· Order  random numbers to 100
· Compare numbers within 100
· Find 2 more/ 2 less of any number to 1- 99 
· Find numbers between 2 given numbers
· Count on or back from a given number with 100
· Recite days of the week
· Recall addition and subtraction facts for each number up to 10.
· Recall doubles of numbers to 10 + 10
· Recall halves of even numbers to 20.
· Name 2-D & 3Dshapes and describe them

The children are studying living things and their habitats (including looking at things that have coming from living things, and things that never were living)

Judaism and the Pentecost.

Topic
