Curriculum Plan for Term 4

English
· stories with familiar settings.  Children are continuing a unit of work from term 3 based on a ‘losing’ story.  Shirley Hughes ‘Dogger’ has inspired the unit of work and the children are currently inventing their own version of a losing story.
· information texts, using the features found in non-fiction books (headings, sub-headings, diagrams, captions etc).

Grammar & punctuation
· singular & plural nouns
· compound nouns (two nouns that, put together, make one – fishcake, shoebox, toenail)
· capital letters, full stops, exclamation marks and question marks in a sentence.
· prefixes (adding un, re to words uncomfortable, unusual)
· suffixes(adding ing, ed, er, est to words, standing, looked, teacher, nicest)


Maths
· money (using 1p, 2p, 5p, 10p, 20p to pay for items, giving change, problem solving)
· number bonds to 5, 10 &20 with related subtractions.  We often refer to these as fact families: 3 numbers which can be used to produce two additions and 2 subtractions:  8+2=10, 2+8=10, 10-2=8, 10-8=2.
· Place value (ordering numbers 1-100, partitioning teen numbers into 10 and the rest, Partitioning other 2-digit numbers into tens and ones, comparing 2 numbers between 0 and 100)
· Division – share and group quantities practically, dividing into groups of 2, 5 and 10.
· Time – understanding o’clock, half past and quarter past.

Oral and mental calculation (done in 5-10 minute starters every day)
· Recite numbers to  100 forwards and backwards from 0 or 1
· Recite numbers to 10  as first, second , third
· Read and write numbers to 100 in numerals 
· Read and write numbers 20 in words
· Recite multiples of 10 to 100
· Order  random numbers to 100
· Compare numbers within 100
· Find 1 more/ 1 less of any number to 1- 99 
· Find numbers between 2 given numbers
· Count on or back from a given number with 100
· Recite days of the week
· Recall addition and subtraction facts for each number up to 10.
· Recall doubles of numbers to 10 + 10
· Recall halves of even numbers to 20.
· Name 2-D shapes and describe them 
Science
[bookmark: _GoBack]In science, we are continuing our ‘Everyday Materials’ unit, where we have been describing and naming materials, changing their shapes, states (e.g. melting chocolate and ice) as well as looking at the properties and functions of materials (which the children should already be able to tell you a lot about!) So far this term, we have tested coats to see which is the most waterproof, and will continue our work by testing materials for absorbency. We will also move on to looking at plants.

RE
In RE, we have already looked at and re-enacted the story of Noah’s Ark (hint the animal headbands which went home!) and the story of Abraham, where we focused on promises and why we should keep them (you’ll be pleased to know that some children promised that they would tidy their room – make sure they keep their promise!)
For the rest of this term, we will look at:
· The story of Moses
· The story of David and Goliath
· The story of Esther
· Easter

Topic
In topic, we will continue to look at toys, including toys and games from the past and comparing this to the toys and games we have now.

Art
In art, we are working on rubbings of different textures using crayons, as well as printing this term.

Music
In music, we will continue to sing some familiar songs and focus on rhythm and tune. We also sometimes work with our Pinocchio musical resources, where the children have been thinking about sounds for different characters, and allows for good opportunities for the children to practice different tones and pitches.

PE
We will be learning the basics of Tag Rugby this term! (Thank-you for making sure that the children have outdoor shoes, hoodies/jackets and clothing for this, your co-operation is always appreciated!)

Computing
