Relaxation and well-being, warmth, focal point, experiencing fire in a safe, controlled environment, selection of appropriate materials, understanding suitability and fire that is fit for purpose, teamwork and communication, sense of achievement, knowledge development of how a fire works, knowledge of fire safety, managing risk, fine and gross motor skills and life skills.


	Probability Score:
1. <5% chance that it will occur – very unlikely
2. 25% chance that it will occur
3. 50% chance that it will occur

5. >95% chance that it will occur – very likely
	Severity Score
1. Not serious – no first aid required
2. Minor Injury – requiring basic first aid
3. Injury – requiring non immediate professional medical attention
4. Serious injury/multiple injuries – requiring immediate medical attention
5. Major accident – multiple injuries or fatality

	Calculate the risk levels:
The rating is calculated from the probability multiplied by the severity which will give a rating between 1 & 25.
Our company will not be carrying out any activities deemed to have a revised rating of over 12 as they are deemed too dangerous even with control measures in place.

	Any further information which needs to be noted:
· The camp fire is the total responsibility of the qualified Forest School Leader to ensure the fire is safely managed 
· The Forest School Leader can delegate another person who is fire management trained (ie another qualified Level 3 FS Leader, Level 2 Assistant FS Leader, KCC Camp Fire Management trained) to manage the fire
· All safety equipment must be checked and serviced 
· This risk benefit assessment accompanies the Elham Primary School policy & procedures for Forest School including camp fire lighting and campfire
