	[bookmark: _GoBack]After some discussion we have decided to change the format of the spellings tests. All children will be assessed on the list in the next column. The words increase in difficulty. In the first instance the children will be given their focus spellings 1-5, 1-10 or 1-15. If your child gets all their focus spellings correct 3 weeks in a row, then they will be expected to learn more and if they repeatedly get more than 1 wrong, they will then focus on less spellings. The children will be assessed on all 15 spellings, however we will be only scoring from their focus list, i.e. If your child gets 5/5 in spellings 1-5 for 3 consecutive weeks, we will then look at their score out of 10.   The idea is that children are able to challenge themselves by learning more spellings and therefore progressing faster and we will be openly encouraging children to learn as many spellings form the list as they can.
